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Purpose of Report

For the Traffic and Parking Working Party and the Cabinet Committee to
consider details of the objections to advertised Traffic Regulation Orders in
respect of Southsea Avenue.

Recommendation

That the Traffic and Parking Working Party consider the objections to the
proposed Orders and recommend to the Cabinet Committee to:

(@) Confirm the Experimental Traffic Regulation Order without
amendment; or,

(b) Amend the Experimental Traffic Regulation Order; or,

(c) Revoke the Experimental Traffic Regulation Order

That the Cabinet Committee considers the views of the Traffic and Parking
Working Party, following consideration of the representations received
and agrees the appropriate course of action.

Background

Following extensive consultation with residents during 2014, the Cabinet
Committee agreed to amend existing waiting restrictions and introduce new
waiting restrictions experimentally in Southsea Avenue. The consultation period
has now expired and Members are requested to consider comments submitted.
The Experimental Traffic Regulation Order was introduced in August 2014
providing a six month consultation period in order to receive comments and
monitor the impact of the Experimental Order. Observations are provided to
assist Members in their considerations and in making an informed decision.

The recent advertisement of the Traffic Regulation Order has resulted in a mix
response with no clear indication in terms of the perceived success of the
experimental order introduced in August 2014. Appendix 1 provides details of
specific response received with a summary of the comments. Members are
asked to consider these and decide on the way forward.
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4. Reasons for Recommendations

4.1

The proposals aimed to improve the operation of the existing parking controls
to contribute to highway safety and to reduce congestion.
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Contribution to Council’s Vision & Corporate Priorities.

Ensuring parking and traffic is managed while maintaining adequate access for
emergency vehicles and general traffic flow. This is consistent with the
Council’s Vision and Corporate Priorities of Safe, Prosperous and Healthy.

Financial Implications
Costs for confirmation of the Order and amendments, in Appendix 1, if
approved, can be met from existing budgets.

The formal statutory consultative process has been completed in accordance
with the requirements of the legislation.
