1. Purpose of Report

1.1 To advise Members of a petition received from residents of Redstock Road and
associated area with 60 signatories requesting resident only parking controls be
considered.

2. Recommendation
That the Traffic & Parking Working Party and Cabinet Committee:

a) Note the petition and thank the residents for taking the time to compile
the petition ; and agree to;

b) Instruct officers to advise Ward Members of a suitable geographical area
and appropriate questions to enable Members to undertake a survey of
residents in accordance with the Parking Management Scheme policy.

c) If the requisite numbers of residents respond to the survey and the
majority of respondents support the suggestion, agree to formally propose
a Permit Parking Area. Note that all unresolved objections will be referred
to the Traffic and Parking Working Party for consideration.

3. Background
3.1  Redstock Road is situated adjacent to the Greyhound Estate.
3.2 The estate has become more popular due to increased activities at a leisure

facility and additional businesses attracting new customers. The area is also a
short walk from Prittlewell Station and commuter parking can be an issue.

Parking controls to prevent non-resident parking can ensure the available
parking is adequate for residents and their visitors, such schemes have been
introduced in other area of the borough and have shown to improve parking for
residents.

Members agreed that in the event that parking controls to deter non-resident
parking are requested, Ward Members will undertake a consultation to ensure
at least 70% of residents respond to the consultation and that 40% of these
residents are supportive of the proposal. Where support is evident, formal
proposals will be progressed within the existing budgets.

Officers will provide the necessary information such as a suggested
geographical boundary along with information to include and helpful questions.
Officers will also undertake the analysis of the results.

Other Options

Take no further action. The Council is required to consider petitions related to
parking controls. While budgets may be limited, undertaking the associated
surveys will ensure a prioritisation of works is targeted at areas where support
for controls is evident.
